isolated island looking beyond to look after the well being of 
those who can’t do that for themselves. The demonstration 
of the sustained commitment to service by Rtn. P.S. 
Sankaranarayanan enabled him to be a cut above the 
rest. His areas of service include tribal development, poverty 
alleviation, health and sanitation, education, environment 
and communal harmony.

The tribal hamlet situated in the foot-hills of Puliankudy, his 
native village is the thrust area of his service. Rtn. PSS provides 
the 3000 inhabitants of the tribal village with food and cloth 
for the past 7 years. He is taking sustained efforts to ensure 
the transformation in the life of the new generations of the 
area through education. Rtn. PSS extends financial assistance 
to the children to pursue their education unceasingly. He 
involves the community in tree plantation programme and 
succeeded to plant 4,00,000 saplings so far.

Rtn. PSS as an alumnus of the local school contributed 
money to construct compound wall and to establish a 
park in the school. He also provided the school with toilet 
blocks. After a lapse of 60 years he organised car festival 
in the village to boost the public image of the village. 
He renovated the floor of the local church at a cost of 
Rs.5,00,000. He expended money to construct a few houses 
and donated them to the needy people. He organizes 
training programmes for the benefit of entrepreneurs and 
medical screening programme for the benefit of the public 
throughout the year.

Being a charter member of the Rotary Club of Puliyankudi 
Rtn. PSS organizes all these programmes through Rotary
